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MAKING A PAGE PROOF BINDER
By John Bealle

When | work with page proofs, | usually handle a
chapter at a time while | am indexing. When I$mand
have to edit, however, | want to have everything
together. | want to be able to flip through theko
quickly, over and over, without the pages slippsiog
they no longer turn easily. 1 like flipping. by don't,
then there's no need to read on.

Over the years | have longed for a binder thatsold
proofs together for editing. | wasn't able to fimme to

coating. Lay them also on waxed paper to dry. Now
you have two kinds of pretzels. You'll know
immediately which ones are spicy.

Package pretzels in large containers. We use old
bubblegum containers. They will keep for a year
dipped. Do not freeze them as the chocolate coating
will crack.

Finally, if you don't want white pretzels:

Melt the white chocolate in the double boiler, whil
it's melting, take a very large bowl and put ireric
crispies and little marshmallows. Pour the choeolat
over it and mix well. Pour onto waxed paper and
cover with another piece of waxed paper. Roll to
desired thickness and let it rest until hardened. C
into chunks and put into covered containers.

So, for those who are interested, here are theugtgins for assembly. You'll need:

two wooden strips, 1" wide, 3/8" thick (1/4" willork also), cut to 11" long because that's the aize
paper. You can shave the ends a little, if yoe, likhich might give them more bend (see diagram).

Now here's how to assemble your proof holder:

BOTTOM STRIP: Attach a short (about 4") piece @l&fo (loop side) to the wooden strip. Then cut a
long piece of Velcro (hook side) about 26" (2x11tive proof-stack thicknesses). If you use adleesiv
Velcro, you'll want to cover the exposed adhesigte with cloth tape so it won't stick to anything.
Then attach the Velcro pieces together, matchiag tenters. TOP STRIP: Attach an 11" piece of
Velcro (loop side) to the wooden strip. (Note:paiide & hook side can be reversed, it doesn'tanatt

which is which as long as they're opposite.)

Cut out two furniture-pad pieces each one incltevadd about three inches long. Then stick them on
the wooden strips, centered, on the opposite &idasthe Velcro. That's it, you're done!

To use your proof holder:

Lay the long-Velcro piece Velcro-side-down andhiture-pad-side up. Straighten the stack of
proof pages against the flipping edge, and carefail the stack on the wooden strip with the
binding edge of the paper flush against the strip.

Lay the other wooden strip furniture-pad-side-dawrthe binding edge of the stack of paper.
Gently press down on one end of the strip so thatks downward, pivoting on the furniture
pad. Then bring the bottom Velcro strip over antbdhe top Velcro strip of the rocked-down
end. The other end of the wood strip will rock @pgk now press it down firmly, and bring the
bottom Velcro up from the other side and attackhile it's tight. Your proofs are now ready

for serious flipping!
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MANAGING LONG MAIN HEADINGS
by John Bealle

At recent Heartland meetings we have had some sigms about how to manage long main headings when
there can be only one level of subheadings. | leammed a lot from this, about the various issneslved
that are not apparent at first glance.

The main thrust of the issue is that long headumgiermine the normal workings of the alphabeticisege.
Where main headings are designed to be searchatbadings are designed to be scanned. Long
subheadings, particularly in run-in format, carifignidating for a reader looking for quick informian.

For this reason, indexers sometimes are inclinedibalivide long main headings, enabling easierrsngrby
organizing information in recognizable chunks. &ionally, this amounts to adding another subhegadin
level, but it preserves the typography of the anehgading-level format. | have provided illustrasmf three
types of subdivisions that we have recently disedsg Heartland meetings.

The first column employs visually distinct subdiwiss, with the em-dash as the visual cue. Probbaiss if
the main heading is longer than a single columa,ablumn break or page break intervenes, or itthemns
are narrow. All of these can undermine the alptieddeorientation of main headings. These problenes
alleviated in the second example, where the madading is repeated as a prefix to each of the sigidis.
The downside is there is no visual reference tatiiection of subdivisions as a whole. The tliadumn
merely accumulates a single group of visuallyidgstsubheadings and files them at the end. Hiie it
typeface is itself a cue in the recognition of thetup.
